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Verification of muster roll is an important aspect in respect of schemes being
taken up under the National Rural Employment Guarantee Programme, since the
programme calls for payment of wages thrdugh muster roll. It has been found that
although cent percent verification of muster roll is mandatory under the programm:=, the
achievement is far below the target owing mainly to dearth of manpower in the block
level. In order to attain cent percent muster roll verification, it is felt that the job may be
done with the help of the Self Help groups,! preferably by those who have organized
themselves in the sub-clusters and clusters.

In Gram Panchayat (GP) where clus’irs exist they will be given copies of the
Muster Rolls by the GP to be verified. Where sub cluster has been formed but no cluster
has been formed the sub-cluster should be given responsibility for such verification
within that Gram Sansad. In absence of any cluster or sub-cluster the Gram Panchayat
may engage a cluster or sub-cluster from neigilbouring area or may engage some SHGs,
who must be Grade I pass, for such verification. The cluster/sub-cluster/ group selected
for the verification work will get the work done through its members only who have
preferably passed Class X standard and in absence of any such member who have passed
at least Class VIII standard. Those membersTof SHGs who are engaged as supervisors
will not be eligible for engagement for verification of Muster Roll. The cluster/sub-
cluster/SHGs so entrusted with the Muster Roll verification work will give the list of their
members who will be involved in the process to the GP. The Block Programme Officer
will obtain the list from the GP for organizing their training and the verification work will
be taken up only after such training is completed. -

Such SHG members on engagement for this work will visit households with the
muster roll, verify the MR entries and ake necessary notings in the prescribed
proforma after verification. Any case of inconsistency found in the muster roll during
verification, may be pointed out in the prescribed proforma. Muster rolls of works
completed within a particular month should be completed by the following month. The
filled in proforma will be submitted to the Gram Panchayats who will in turn send one
copy to the Block Programme officer.. ‘

The inconsistencies found in the muster rolls may also be treated as complaints

and adequate action may be taken by the Block Programme officer.

Concerned SHGs may be paid @ RlsI 50 for each entry of verified muster roll.
The payment will be met from the NREG administrative contingency fund of the Gram
Panchayats on receipt of bills submitted by the engaged person along with the filled in
prescribed proforma after muster roll verification. Separate administrative contingency

should be made available to the GP by the Block Programme Officer for making payment
to the cluster/sub-cluster/SHGs, as the case may be.
